Planning Strategies
3. Prepare an emergency kit that you can get to quickly.  You may want to leave it with someone you trust.  
      Include:
· Extra set of house & car keys

· Money, food stamps, checkbook, pay stubs

· Birth certificates, other ID for you and your children

· Your photo ID

· Social Security card or green card/work permit

· Medications for you and your children

· Any court papers or orders
3. If you have been injured by abuse, seek medical attention,  have injuries documented in the medical records
4. Know where to go for help.  Have phone numbers of resources, friends and relatives with you

5. Create a Safety Plan with your children.  Let them know where to go if violence occurs.
